A Bridge Between Two Islands

Program Summary
Students will role play the characters on two different islands and grapple with

the true struggles of preservation of our environment and the pressures of
progress. Working with artist Kristy Pace students will engage in respectful
community dialogue and group assemblage projects to decide:

1) Should they build a bridge between the two islands?
2) Should there be any agreements formed to protect the resources of each island?
3) Can technology and nature co-exist on a healthy planet?

Only your class will know the answers as they role play the characters in this story.

Program Outline
During the three hour visits to your classroom students will interact with our

artists and creative discards to explore the concepts of community, sustainability
and resources both natural and manmade.

1. Creative Warm Up Exercises.
2. Presentation of the beginning of the story of Two Islands.
3. What makes up the Communities in the story?
How are they different?
What do they each have to offer?
4. Inhabiting an Island.
Students will be split into two groups, one for each island.
Using ReDiscover materials each will build a model of their Island.
Discuss resource utilization.
5. Town meeting enactment.
Members of the Two Islands take part in town meetings to discuss the
building of a bridge.
6. Building a Bridge one brick at a time.
Design of bricks, with symbolic messages.
The bridge cannot stand without the support of all.

Program Details

program runs for 3 sessions, 1 hour each
$375 per class, 40 Students maximum (teachers assist with program)
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
